Day 1: Depart U.S.A.
Your adventure begins in San Francisco
when you board a Singapore Airlines
flight to Seoul, Korea. (Air fares are
available from many U .S. cities, please
see chart below). Add a day flying west
as you cross the International Date
Line.

Day 2: Arrive Incheon Airport, Seoul
Arrive at Incheon Airport, Seoul, Korea.
After entry procedures, transfer to your
hotel. Remainder of day at leisure.
Two nights’ accommodations at the
Holiday Itaewon Hotel.

Day 3: Morning Seoul City Tour (B)
Breakfast at hotel.  Morning city tour,
highlights include Gyeongbok Palace,
the National Folk Museum, Mt.
Namsan, and the Seoul Tower for a
bird’s eye view of this sprawling
metropolitan city. Return to your hotel.
Afternoon at leisure.

Day 4: Seoul / Korean Folk Village /
Songnisan National Park (B)
Breakfast at hotel.  Overland transfer to
Mt. Songnisan National Park stopping
at the Korean Folk Village for a glimpse
of the life style of 18th century Korea.
Continue to  Songnisan National Park
to visit Beopjusa Temple. Overnight
accommodations at the Lakehill Hotel.

Day 5: Songnisan National Park /
Gyeongju (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Morning overland
transfer to Gyeongju. Afternoon tour
visits Chomsongdae Astronomic

Observatory, Royal Tumuli Park and
Bulguksa Temple. Two nights’ accom-
modations at the Concorde Hotel.

Day 6: Gyeongju Full Day Sightseeing (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Enjoy a full day
sightseeing tour, highlights include
Seogguram Grotto, the 4-Face Buddha,
Gwaeneung Royal Tomb and a scenic
drive to Guryongpo Port. Return to
your hotel.

Day 7: Gyeongju / Busan (B)
Breakfast at hotel. This morning visit
Unmoonsa Temple (Female monk’s
temple). Proceed overland to Busan.
Afternoon city tour visits Busan Tower,
Jagalchi Fish Market and the bustling
shopping street of Nampodong.
Overnight accommodations at the
Busan Tourist Hotel.

Day 8: Busan / Seoul (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Say goodbye to your
guide this morning. Overland transfer
back to Seoul. Overnight accommoda-
tions at the Holiday Itaewon Hotel.

Day 9: Transfer To Incheon Airport (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Transfer to the
airport for your flight back to the U.S.
Cross the International Date Line and
arrive in San Francisco on the same
calendar day.
